This will be a busy 
summer in the 
President’s office. 
 
I continue to represent the AFM on the 
Entertainment Coalition Board. The Coalition’s work 
to promote the   passage of Governor Newsom’s 
$420 million increase in California Film and Television 
tax credits was successful. And it is extremely likely 
that we will also see the language changes to the tax 
credit program pass, as well. 
 
Through the EUC, we have been able to access 
information about the use of the bonus points uplift 
for scoring. Additionally, the use of bonus points for 
scoring will now result in the largest possible jobs 
ratio increase, a metric that increases the likelihood 
of a production to receive tax credits. 
 
We are also communicating with the California Film 
Commission regarding the addition of scoring bonus 
points for independent films with budgets under $10 
million. 
 
The AFM’s membership and participation in the 
Entertainment Union Coalition has positioned us 
quite differently. Just a few years ago, we were often 
not mentioned – perhaps not even thought of – 
when entertainment unions were discussed. But we 
are now a definite and important presence in the 
entertainment union community.

Currently, my office is leading over fifteen different 
negotiations, in every stage from the drafting of 
initial proposals to the creation of the final redlines 
to be sent for ratification. The employers and 
ensembles are both interesting and varied:

In addition to my other duties as the Chief Executive 
Officer of the Local – supervising and overseeing the 
staff, coordinating their activities, and serving as the 
chair of the Executive Board – I am also working with 
a commercial real estate leasing agent to maximize 
the income potential of our building by leasing some 
of the available space. This is a new and exciting 
project for the Officers and the Board, which could 
result in significantly increased revenue for the Local. 

And what about revenue? You may have heard 
that the Board has proposed an amendment to the 
Local’s bylaws which would raise work dues on Live 
Performance by 0.5%. 

Additionally, we have proposed a bylaw amendment 
to raise membership dues by $10 annually for regular 
members, and $5 annually for Life and Inactive Life 
members.

We do not propose these changes lightly. However, 
it has been over a decade since either of these dues 
structures have seen an increase and I’m certain we 
are all aware that the Local’s expenses, as they have 
for all of us personally, have increased dramatically 
during that time.

What else will keep me busy this summer? 

I am currently serving as a Vice-President of the Los 
Angeles County Federation of Labor, a trustee of 
the AFM-EPF, a Co-Chair of the Local 47 Musicians 
Health and Welfare Fund, a member of the Western 
Council of the Entertainment Community Fund, and 
a member of the advisory board of the Verdugo 
Workforce Development Board. 

Each of these positions has helped me to make 
connections for Local 47 in our community and 
beyond and has assisted me to educate the public, 
employers, and other unions as to who we are and 
what we do.

I want to close with a quote from one of the original 
boys of summer, the late Brian Wilson. Growing up 
in Chicago, we listened to the Beach Boys constantly, 
their music speaking to us of a magical land called 
California. 

“Summer means happy times and good sunshine. 
It means going to the beach, going to Disneyland, 
having fun.”

Ensemble 2, affectionately 
known as E2, born July 8, 
2024

This month marks the first 
birthday of E2, our Local 47 database/web presence!

When I was elected in early 2022, computer 
development was already in process. The project and 
the programming team was already in place, major 
development had begun, and meetings with staff 
and officers had already taken place, so I jumped on 
board midstream and paddled as fast as I could… 

While the process has been bumpy (and some of 
those bumps were pretty rocky), we now have 
an amazing system in place, one that handles all 
the complexities of membership payments and 
notifications for different membership scenarios, 
allows both members and non-members to pay dues 
online any time day or night and interact with their 
personal information in real time, allows the input 
and tracking of jobs under literally scores of different 
contracts, and keeps all of those different areas 
interacting with each other.

The complexity of what we had to develop is fairly 
unprecedented; neither the AFM, the Film Fund, the 
health care funds nor the AFM & SAG-AFTRA Fund 
have to generate and update membership records 
for thousands of musicians in real time. We have 
to enter contracts for work that might take place in 
multiple jurisdictions, in multiple workplaces, from 
the Pantages, the Sony Scoring Stage, jingle houses 
in Santa Monica, and home studios across North 
America to Disney Hall. 

In recent years, both the AFM & SAG-AFTRA Fund 
and the Film Musicians Secondary Markets Fund 
undertook major IT redevelopment projects, and 
in each case they took years, multiple millions of 
dollars, and overruns of both time and money. Yet 
in a way, they have it easier — they make scheduled 
periodic distributions, rather than constant, literally 
round the clock payments along with work dues and 
membership dues notifications, bills and receipts.

Here at Local 47, we have now completed the 
development of the system, and have gone into a 
maintenance mode with our programmer and his 
team. This is a cost-cutting measure, but it also 
reflects the development of E2.

Over time, we hope to improve our legacy website, 
and smooth out remaining kinks in E2. But in 
the here and now, you can interact with your 
personal information, access your statements, pay 
membership and work dues, donate to our Local 47 
Relief Fund and PAC, reserve rehearsal rooms, access 
both public and members-only documents and view 
your job and payment history all in one place, 24-7. 
Whew!

Financial situation at 47 — data from my office

Membership dues are a significant part of Local 47’s 
income, but only represent about a quarter of the 
revenue we depend on. Virtually three fourths of 
our revenues come from work dues. This represents 
a philosophical approach by our AFM; different 
labor unions structure their dues differently. In the 
AFM, we rely first on the financial participation of 
musicians who are actively working.

Our work dues structure is a little complicated, due 
to past AFM Conventions creating different dues 
rates for different kinds of work. For symphonic 
work, the AFM requires that we send them .55% of 
scale wages as Federation work dues. For motion 
picture work, the amount that we send to the AFM 
is 2.35% of scale wages, and videotape, Music 
Performance Trust Fund (MPTF), sound recordings 
and commercials all carry different rates. It’s a little 
crazy-making.

What it all adds up to is this; in Local 47, over the 
past couple of years, we have seen total scale wages 
to musicians of about $98 million per year, split 
almost equally between live performance and media. 
As an overview, we’ve looked at two years, 2023-
2024. For those two years, we sent the AFM about 
$540,00 in symphonic work dues, and about $1.9 
million in media work dues. There’s good reason for 
that disparity.

All of our media contracts are negotiated by the 
AFM, not Local 47. If there is litigation, that is 
generally the AFM’s job. It’s the AFM that invests 
in legal counsel, IEB travel and more for our media 
negotiations. Our symphonic contracts are all local 
contracts, negotiated by Local 47.

However, that disparity leaves Local 47, where 90% 
of AFM motion picture and TV film work happens, 
uniquely impacted. We provide supervisory, business 
representative and data input staff, yet also send a 
lion’s share of work dues to the Federation. 

We need all wings of our union to be at maximum 
power — we need a strong AFM and a strong Local 
47. But we also need to begin conversations with the 
AFM, other Locals and player conferences about how 
to ensure our ongoing collective strength. Stay tuned 
as we work toward these collective goals. 

In the meantime, please plan on attending the July 
General Membership Meeting, on Monday the 28th 
at 7:30 p.m. There will be resolutions to amend our 
bylaws up for votes, and we want your voice to be 
heard!

Typically, I struggle with 
the topic for this column. 
This month, however, is an 
exception. 

Over the past month, I've 
had numerous phone 
conversations with musician 
members and non-members, and a recurring theme 
has been the current state of affairs within our 
industry. These discussions have provided valuable 
insights into the challenges and concerns facing 
musicians. Many have expressed anxieties about 
work and in particular the downturn of recording. 
When you suffer, our Local suffers.

Local 47 is currently facing a financial crisis, brought 
about by several contributing factors.

Our unprecedented financial challenge is marked by 
a historic deficit fueled by declining revenues and 
escalating expenses. A significant contributor to this 
crisis is the financial drain of our building, which is 
owned and operated by the Musicians’ Club. We are 
experiencing a relentless rise in operational costs, 
encompassing everything from property taxes to 
earthquake insurance, which are far outstripping the 
revenues generated by our tenants and rehearsal 
spaces.

This precarious situation means that your 
membership and work dues, which are vital for 
supporting our core mission, are now inadvertently 
subsidizing the operational costs of our building — 
a purpose for which they were never intended or 
anticipated. This diversion of funds not only strains 
our resources but also compromises our ability to 
invest in essential member services and initiatives. 
Addressing this imbalance is crucial for the long-term 
financial health and sustainability of our Local.

Our financial situation at Local 47 is facing significant 
challenges, mirroring the broader economic shifts 
affecting our members. Our operating budget, which 
is crucial for funding the essential services and 
advocacy we provide, is currently in the red. 

Work dues collected declined from 2023 to 2024 
and again from 2024 to 2025, forcing increased 
reliance on investments for operational expenses. 
This unsustainable trend, like an "impending collision 
with an iceberg," necessitates urgent financial re-
evaluation. We must address the persistent building 
deficits and declining revenue for the Local and 
the impacts on you, our members. After all, it’s 
your work under local and national contracts that 
supports the goals and services of our Local.

I’m looking forward to seeing you at our next 
General Membership meeting on July 28 at 7:30 
p.m. This meeting will be a hybrid format with both 
in person here at the Local and Zoom options for 
your participation. You may request the Zoom link 
at afm47.org/gmm. This is a crucial opportunity 
for all members to actively engage in the decision-
making process, as we will be considering five vital 
bylaw resolutions. Each of these resolutions holds 
significant importance for the overall health and 
future prosperity of our Local. I strongly encourage 
you to visit our website in advance of the meeting, 
where you will find the complete language of each 
resolution, allowing you ample time for review and 
consideration. Your participation is invaluable to 
the success of these critical discussions. We are all 
stakeholders in the survival and health of our Local, 
regardless of workplace or musical genre. 

Yes, we can!

Member Spotlight

Few would have guessed that “Weird Al” Yankovic 
– who as a shy, accordion-playing teenager got his 
start sending in homemade tapes to the Dr. Demento 
radio show – would go on to become a pop culture 
icon and the biggest-selling comedy recording artist 
of all time with classic song and music video parodies 
such as“Eat It,” “Like a Surgeon,” “Smells Like 
Nirvana,” “Amish Paradise,” “White & Nerdy” and 
“Word Crimes.” 

Now in his fourth decade as America’s foremost song 
parodist, he has been the recipient of numerous 
awards, including five Grammys (out of 16 total 
nominations) and a string of Gold and Platinum 
albums.

In 2015 and 2016, Weird Al’s Mandatory World 
Tour encompassed 200 shows throughout the U.S., 
Canada, Europe and Australia, including two nights 
at the Hollywood Bowl and a sold-out gig at New 
York’s Radio City Music Hall. In the spring of 2018, 
he performed 77 shows as part of his Ridiculously 
Self-Indulgent, Ill-Advised Vanity Tour, where he 
and his bandmates of over 35 years played set 
lists comprised almost entirely of his original (non-
parody) material, and without any of their signature 
over-the-top theatrics (no costumes, props or video 
screens). And in 2019 Weird Al followed up his most 
bare-bones tour with his most extravagant tour ever 
– Strings Attached – where he and his band were 
backed for each of their 67 shows by female singers 
and a full symphony orchestra.

Weird Al’s 14th studio album, the Grammy award-
winning "Mandatory Fun" (2014), became the first 
comedy album in history to debut at #1 on the 
Billboard Top 200 chart, and the first to even reach 
the top of that chart since 1963. He set the U.S. 
record on Spotify for having the most tracks from 
one album in the viral top 10 at one time, taking the 
top four spots. In addition, “Word Crimes” debuted 
in the Billboard Top 40, making Yankovic one of only 
four artists to have had Top 40 singles in each of the 
last four decades (the other three being Michael 
Jackson, Madonna and U2). 

In addition to his cult-hit feature film "UHF" (1989), 
his late '90s CBS Saturday morning series "The 
Weird Al Show" and numerous AL-TV specials he 
has made for MTV and VH1 over the years, Yankovic 
has remained a staple of film and television, from 
appearances on "The Simpsons," "30 Rock," "The 
Goldbergs" and "How I Met Your Mother" to 
performing live on the Primetime Emmy Awards and 
starring in his own concert specials for Disney, VH1 
and Comedy Central. In 2015 he took over as co-host 
and bandleader for the fifth season of IFC’s "Comedy 
Bang! Bang!" Currently Yankovic can be heard as 
the voice of the title character in Disney Channel’s 
animated series "Milo Murphy’s Law" (his other 
voice acting work includes appearances on "Bojack 
Horseman," "Gravity Falls," "Adventure Time," "My 
Little Pony: Friendship is Magic," "Wander Over 
Yonder," and the DC animated feature "Batman vs. 
Robin").

Weird Al added “New York Times bestselling 
author” to his resumé in 2011 with the release of 
his children’s book, "When I Grow Up," followed 
two years later by "My New Teacher and Me!" An 
animated series based on his children’s books is 
currently being developed in partnership with the 
Jim Henson Company. 2012 saw the release of 
"Weird Al: The Book," an illustrated hardcover on his 
life and career, and in 2015 Yankovic became not only 
MAD Magazine’s cover boy, but the first guest editor 
in their 63-year history.

In 2017 NECA Toys released the second in its line of 
retro-clothed Weird Al action figures, and in 2018 
Funko released two of its own POP! vinyl figures.

On August 27, 2018, the Hollywood Chamber of 
Commerce awarded “Weird Al” Yankovic with the 
2,643rd star on the Hollywood Walk of Fame.

To celebrate the 10-year anniversary of his last album 
"Mandatory Fun," Weird Al released his latest single 
“Polkamania!,” a medley of a dozen of the biggest 
pop hits of the last decade. Watch the video here.

AFM Local 47 Triennial 
General Election

Tuesday, December 9, 2025

Eligibility for Office 

To be nominated for any office a member must have 
been in continuous good standing for a period of 365 
calendar days immediately preceding October 1 in 
any election year. To hold any office, a member must 
have been in continuous good standing for the peri-
od of 365 days immediately preceding the scheduled 
date of installation of office at the Inaugural Meet-
ing on January 13, 2026. It is possible that a mem-
ber may have been suspended during the prior 365 
days and not know — for example, late payment of 
dues. No member shall hold nor accept nomination 
for more than one office, although they may addi-
tionally accept nomination for and hold the position 
of Delegate or Alternate Delegate. However, mem-
bers nominated for the offices of President, Vice Pres-
ident, or Secretary/Treasurer shall not be eligible to 
accept separate nomination for Delegate or Alternate 
Delegate. Further, candidates for President, Vice Pres-
ident, or Secretary/Treasurer, because those officers 
are automatically Delegates, shall not appear sepa-
rately on the ballot as Delegate (see Bylaw Article IX, 
Section 2). 
 
Nominating Petitions Available August 1st

Nominating petitions for the upcoming General 
Election are available from the Secretary/Treasur-
er’s office as of August 1, 2025. To request a peti-
tion, members may fill out the Nominating Petition 
Request Form online at afm47.org/election or con-
tact the Secretary’s Office at st_sec@afm47.org or 
323.993.3159. All completed nominating petitions 
with at least 50 signatures from members in good 
standing must be delivered to the Secretary’s Office, 
in exchange for a signed and dated receipt, no later 
than 4:45 p.m. on September 15, 2025. Please do 
so early. Members on a slate need only file one pe-
tition. Further instructions will be provided to those 
who request a petition.

Policy Governing Eligibility to Vote 

1. All Local 47 members who are in good standing as 
of 4:45 p.m. (close of business) on December 8, 2025 
— the last business day prior to the General Election 
— are eligible to cast a ballot. However, members are 
encouraged to be in good standing well in advance of 
this deadline. 

2. Any Local 47 member who has been suspended or 
expelled for the non-payment of dues, or wishing to 
reinstate within one year of resignation, shall have 
until 4:45 p.m. on December 8, 2025 by which to 
clear the delinquency and return to full good-stand-
ing status in order to be eligible to cast a ballot. 

3. New members, or those rejoining after having re-
signed or been expelled more than one year ago, 
must complete and submit a membership application 
and membership dues payment no later than De-
cember 1, 2025 by 4:45 p.m., so that their member-
ship may be approved at the Local 47 Executive Board 
meeting the Tuesday prior to the General Election. All 
applicable fees apply. (Note: The Local reserves the 
right to refer applications of all persons seeking rein-
statement from resignation to the International Ex-
ecutive Board per Article 9, Section 19 of the Federa-
tion’s Bylaws.)

4. Life Members in good standing may vote in the Lo-
cal 47 General Election. Inactive Life Members, who 
pay a reduced membership fee, are not eligible to 
vote per Local 47 Bylaws. Inactive Life Members wish-
ing to vote may do so by changing their membership 
status to Life Member by contacting the Membership 
Department at 323.993.3116 and completing the pro-
cess by 4:45 p.m. on December 8, 2025. All applicable 
fees apply. 
 
Prohibited Campaigning Directive 

The use of Local 47 resources, or the resources of 
ANY other union or employer — whether hiring mu-
sicians or not — by any candidate or member, for the 
purpose of campaigning for or against any candidate 
for office in the Local 47 election, is prohibited by the 
Local’s Bylaws and is also a violation of Federal Law. 
This prohibition includes the use of facilities, equip-
ment or property (including telephones, stamps and 
stamp machines, computers, copying machines, and 
any other equipment or materials), official endorse-
ments, use of union logos and/or letterhead, and 
any campaign activity done on paid time. Addition-
ally, members are barred by Article IX, Section 13 of 
the Local 47 Bylaws from collecting nominating peti-
tion signatures while on Local 47’s premises. Further, 
members are prohibited from campaigning at any 
time while on Local 47’s premises.

However, obtaining signatures on public property 
(i.e., sidewalks surrounding the Local’s property or 
off-site locations) IS permissible, as long as those col-
lecting signatures and the members are using unpaid 
time (e.g., before or after work for any union or em-
ployer, or while on an unpaid break). Nothing in the 
Bylaws prohibits friends/family of a candidate from 
soliciting signatures on nominating petitions provided 
they abide by all the rules listed above. 
 
Electronic Communications Policy  

Following the intent of Article IX, Section 12, of the 
AFM Local 47 Bylaws, it shall be a matter of policy 
that the rules and restrictions as outlined in said By-
law shall also apply to all electronic communications 
published by Local 47, including Overture, the Local 
47 website (afm47.org), the Local 47 email newslet-
ter “The Local 47 Beat,” any special notices sent by 
Local 47 via email blast, and all associated social me-
dia pages (Facebook, Instagram, X, Bluesky, LinkedIn, 
etc.).

Help Improve & Expand LA's 
Rent Stabilization Ordinance

The Keep LA Housed Coalition — in conjunction with 
the LA County Fed, labor unions, renters groups and 
housing groups — is currently working on the LA 
Rent Stabilization Ordinance (LARSO) initiative to 
improve rules for renters in the city of Los Angeles. 

The coalition is working with, and advocating 
for, low-income and vulnerable residents in L.A. 
who would be directly impacted by an update to 
LARSO, which is meant to provide for predictable, 
absorbable rent increases that allow landlords to 
receive a fair rate of return without fueling increased 
displacement and homelessness. 

The coalition's urgent recommendation is for the city 
to update the current LARSO rent-increase formula 
to better protect tenants from displacement, balance 
the interests of landlords, and ensure the LARSO’s 
intended purpose is achieved.

Money After the Credits: 
How FMSMF Helps Get Film 

Musicians Paid – Again

If you’ve ever sat in a darkened theater and heard 
your string line swell over the final scene, or caught 
showing at 2 a.m. of a film you played on, there’s a 
good chance the Film Musicians Secondary Markets 
Fund (FMSMF) helped you get paid. FMSMF is a 
non-profit organization created in 1972 when the 
Alliance of Motion Picture and Television Producers 
(AMPTP) and the American Federation of Musicians 
(AFM) formed an agreement on how to protect film 
musicians’ residuals.

Why You Might Have Money Waiting

Wherever you are in the world, if you’ve worked on a 
movie, series, limited series, or streaming title scored 
under an AFM contract, we may have money waiting 
for you. The quickest way to find out is to go to the 
Unclaimed Residuals page at fmsmf.org and type in 
your name. 

While you’re on our secure website, take a moment 
to register with us. That way, when and if you receive 
residual payments in future years, we’ll be able to 
distribute them to you. There’s no cost to register, and 
once registration is complete there’s nothing more 
you need to do.

What Are Secondary Markets?

Secondary markets are how titles earn money after 
their initial release – movies airing on basic cable, 
home video releases, airline exhibition, pay TV, and 
streaming platforms. Producers pay a fraction of 
their secondary market revenue to the Fund. Last 
year, those contributions topped $140 million, all 
earmarked for musicians and their beneficiaries.

How It All Happens

Each residual contribution from a producer comes 
with information that ties it to a specific title. 
Throughout the year, as these residuals are paid, 
our New Films & Allocations team matches these 
contributions to session contracts to determine each 
musician’s share of the residuals based on their pro-
rata share of the original wages. 

Our fiscal year runs April 1 through March 31, so once 
the calendar turns to April our annual distribution 
process kicks off. The New Films & Allocations team 
finishes processing the session and contribution data 
and finalizes allocations. Of course these days a lot of 
this is automated, but we monitor quality carefully, 
and sometimes there’s still some detective work 
involved. 

Once allocations are done, our Accounting and our 
Software Development teams begin processing 
the financial data, running through test cases, and 
ensuring all the financial data is accurate. This all 
wraps up by mid-June.

Around the third week of June we make musicians’ 
statements available to them on our secure Participant 
Portal. This gives each musician a sneak peek into the 
amount they’ll receive in the upcoming distribution.
On July 1, we process the distribution and the money 
goes out. If you’re set up with direct deposit (and 
we LOVE when you’re on direct deposit) the money 
appears in your bank account within a couple days. 
For musicians who prefer to receive a paper check 
through the mail, it takes a bit longer.

Throughout the year, whenever you have a question 
or if you need any assistance, our friendly and helpful 
Participant Services staff is ready to answer your calls 
or emails and to make sure you’re well taken care of.
One final note for estates – if a musician has passed 
away, their heirs are still entitled to their residuals. 
Our Participant Services staff can walk you through the 
process of designating beneficiaries with the Fund so 
you can rest assured your residual payments continue 
to benefit your heirs well into the future.

We Are Here For You

Today the Fund tracks residuals for tens of thousands 
of musicians and beneficiaries worldwide. Each 
payment acknowledges that your creative effort – 
whether it was months ago or decades ago – still 
creates value. Through our annual distribution, we 
make sure this value makes its way back to you.

So, check the list, register with us if you haven’t 
already, and keep your information current. We all 
appreciate and enjoy the residual benefits of your 
artistic work in secondary markets, and you can 
appreciate the financial benefits as well.

MY LIFE AS A BYRD, BURRITO BROTHER, AND BEYOND

CHRIS HILLMAN

Time Between
My Life as a Byrd, Burrito Brother, 

and Beyond 
A memoir by AFM Local 47 Life Member 

Chris Hillman

As a co-founder of the Byrds and the Flying Burrito 
Brothers, Chris Hillman is arguably the primary 
architect of what's come to be known as country 
rock. He went on to record and perform in various 
configurations, including as a member of Stephen 
Stills's Manassas and as a co-founder of The Souther-
Hillman-Furay Band. In the 1980s he formed The 
Desert Rose Band, scoring eight Top 10 Billboard 
country hits. He's released a number of solo efforts, 
including 2017's highly acclaimed "Bidin' My Time" — 
the final album produced by the late Tom Petty.

In "Time Between," Hillman shares his quintessentially 
Southern Californian experience, from an idyllic, rural 
1950s childhood; to achieving worldwide fame thanks 
to hits such as "Mr. Tambourine Man," "Turn! Turn! 
Turn!" and "Eight Miles High"; to becoming the first 
musician to move to Laurel Canyon.

Featuring behind-the-scenes insights on his time in 
the Byrds, his productive but sometimes complicated 
relationship with Gram Parsons, his role in launching 
the careers of Buffalo Springfield and Emmylou Harris, 
and the ups and downs of life in various bands, music 
is only part of his story.

Within the pages of "Time Between," Hillman reveals 
the details of his personal life with candor and 
vulnerability, writing honestly about the shocking 
tragedy that struck his family when he was a teenager, 
his subsequent struggles with anger, and how his 
spiritual journey led him to a place of deep faith that 
allowed him to extend forgiveness and experience 
wholeness. 

As "Time Between" shows, Chris Hillman is much more 
than a rock star. He is a man who has faced down the 
challenges of life to discover what really matters.

EUC/Keep California Rolling 
Update: SB 132 Passes!

It is official. The power of our member voices and 
collective activism has secured the funding of our 
California Film and Television Jobs Program in the 
2025-2026 state budget. 
 
Our program will now grow from the $330 million to 
$750 million annually. This increase will be effective 
immediately upon the Governor Newsom’s signature 
which we expect to take place as early as next week. 
 
This increased annual amount will continue through 
the program’s current extension to 2031.  
 
The securing of the additional annual funding of our 
program is a direct result of YOUR action and our 
Governor’s commitment to protect entertainment 
industry jobs and keep this vital industry anchored in 
California.
 
Despite a difficult budget year, continued fire 
recovery efforts, threats of federal funding cuts 
to our state, and the current disruption to our 
communities, the leadership by Governor Newsom 
to expand this jobs program speaks volumes. We 
also owe thanks to Pro Tempore McGuire, Speaker 
Rivas and Budget Chairs Gabriel and Wiener for their 
commitment to our program and understanding the 
urgency of action. 
 
This is a proud moment. The revitalization of 
Hollywood throughout our state means more jobs, 
more support for small businesses and stronger local 
economies. 
 
But we are not done yet. 
 
Our final step is to get the programmatic 
changes in AB 1138, championed by our authors 
Assemblymember Rick Zbur and Senator Ben Allen, 
across the finish line next week to ensure the full 
value of the additional funding to secure the greatest 
number of jobs for our members and economic 
return for California.
 
WHAT’S NEXT? 

On June 26, our modernization bill went before the 
Senate Rev & Taxation Committee again and was 
unanimously moved through in preparation for its 
final votes.

AB 1138 will next go to the appropriations committee 
prior to its final vote before the full Assembly & 
Senate. At this time, we understand this should all 
happen next week sometime before the July 4th 
recess.
 
The passage of AB 1138, that includes our 
programmatic changes, will be the final piece to 
secure both the expansion and modernization our 
jobs program. We are almost through our fight. Stay 
tuned to our 47 Blog at afm47.org/press and our 
social media pages for more updates.

Labor News

On April 29, 2025, three days after the final concert 
of the 2024/25 season, the Southwest Florida 
Symphony Board suddenly and publicly announced 
that their 64-year old symphony was going to close 
its doors on June 30, 2025. This was done with 
absolutely no warning to the musicians or the public, 
despite the symphony still having an endowment 
fund and not filing for bankruptcy, and in spite of 
the fact that these musicians were already given 
planning dates for the next season.

Symphony orchestra musicians whose hard work 
has brought art and joy to their community 
for decades deserve better than to have their 
employment terminated, without notice, due to 
the mismanagement of their board of directors. 
The 5,000 members of the American Federation of 
Musicians Local 47 in Los Angeles condemns the 
SWFLS board and wholeheartedly stands in solidarity 
with Southwest Florida Symphony Musicians.

"Musicians of the Southwest Florida Symphony are 
grateful to Local 47 and all 5,000 members. We don't 
know what the future holds but your help and that 
of your 5,000 members is invaluable in spreading 
the word that our symphony should not be shut 
down on the whims of a board who doesn't seem 
to like symphonic  music or the musicians that bring 
it to their community. Thank you for your help," 
says Kathleen Beard, ROPA representative to the 
Southwest Florida Symphony.

'Defend the Wage LA' 
Against Misleading Petition

Over a 100 room attendants, cooks, dishwashers, 
airline catering and airport workers, volunteers and 
allies have launched massive field efforts “Defend 
the Wage LA” to inform the public of the misleading 
petition led by the tourism industry to overturn the 
Olympic Wage.

Workers are urging voters not to sign the misleading 
petition and encouraging the public to report any 
petition gatherers online or by calling the Defend The 
Wage hotline at 909-326-0042. If you already signed, 
you can revoke your signature here.

“We stand at another biblical moment in our historic 
fight – David versus Goliath. Delta and United 
Airlines—along with the hotel industry—want to 
steal wages from workers by erasing this critical law. 
Let’s call it what it is: grand theft larceny by modern-
day robber barons. Workers and volunteers will be 
at every grocery store, park, farmers market and 
neighborhood defending the Olympic Wage and 
asking voters to not sign. If you see the anti-Olympic 
Wage petition circulators, report them!” said Co-
President UNITE HERE Local 11.

Rather than paying workers what they deserve, the 
industry which has already spent over $1 million to 
stop their workers from earning a livable wage, is 
expected to spend millions more on this referendum. 
The efforts have major funding from Delta Airlines, 
United Airlines and the American Hotel & Lodging 
Association. Over the two years since the ordinance 
was introduced, the combined compensation of 
Delta, United, Hilton, and Marriott’s CEOs reached 
over $330 million. In just 2024, each of these CEOs’ 
raises ranged from 155% to over 602% of what 
they made in 2022. Meanwhile, over two years the 
minimum wage of tourism workers rose an average 
of $1.35 an hour. 

Airport and hotel workers fought hard to pass the 
Olympic Wage of $30 by the 2028 Olympic and 
Paralympic Games. Workers marched, picketed, 
occupied city hall, and met council members for two 
years to win this historic wage to lift up hospitality 
workers across the city. Last December workers 
fasted for days to pass the Olympic and Paralympic 
Wage.

Brian Wilson
Former Member. Vocalist
6/20/1942 - 6/11/2025

Brian Wilson, the musical savant who scripted a de-
fining Southern California soundtrack with the Beach 
Boys before being pulled down by despair and de-
pression in full public view, has died. He was 82.

“The world mourns a genius today, and we grieve for 
the loss of our cousin, our friend, and our partner in 
a great musical adventure,” the Beach Boys said in a 
statement on Wednesday. “Brian Wilson wasn’t just 
the heart of The Beach Boys – he was the soul of our 
sound. The melodies he dreamed up and the emo-
tions he poured into every note changed the course 
of music forever. “

The group added: “Together, we gave the world the 
American dream of optimism, joy, and a sense of 
freedom – music that made people feel good, made 
them believe in summer and endless possibilities. 
We are heartbroken by his passing.”

Lalo Schifrin
Life Member. Composer
6/21/1932 - 6/26/2025

Lalo Schifrin, the Grammy-winning composer of 
“Mission: Impossible,” composer of film scores in-
cluding “Cool Hand Luke,” “Dirty Harry” and “Bul-
litt,” and recipient of an honorary Academy Award, 
died at Cedars-Sinai Medical Center Thursday 
morning, June 26, of complications from pneumo-
nia. He was 93.

The Argentinian musician was among the first to 
apply a broad range of musical ideas to film and 
TV scores, from jazz and rock to more modern and 
complex techniques of orchestral writing. His hey-
day was the 1960s and 1970s, when he produced 
several film and TV scores that are now regarded 
as classics.

In November 2018, Schifrin became only the third 
composer in Academy history to receive an hon-
orary Oscar. Actor-director Clint Eastwood, for 
whom Schifrin composed eight scores, made the 
presentation “in recognition of his unique musical 
style, compositional integrity and influential con-
tributions to the art of film scoring.”

Multiple-Card AFM Member Rebate

Did you know? If you hold membership in three or 
more Locals throughout a full calendar year, you are en-
titled to a rebate from the AFM.

Under the rebate program, membership in a base of 
two Locals must be established in order for a member 
to qualify for a rebate. The International Secretary/Trea-
surer’s office has determined that a musician’s mem-
bership in his or her “Home Local” and the subsequent 
Local of longest tenure shall be designated as the two 
base Locals. The Secretary/Treasurer’s office will then 
rebate the appropriate per capita dues for membership 
in the third Local and any other Local(s) beyond three to 
which a member belonged for the entire previous cal-
endar year. 

To petition for a Multiple-Card Member Rebate, mem-
bers should fill out the form and return it to the Secre-
tary/Treasurer’s office together with copies of all their 
paid-up membership cards, receipts of canceled checks 
for annual dues from all Locals, or a letter from each Lo-
cal stating that the petitioner was a member in good 
standing of the Locals for the full year prior. Rebates will 
be issued after Jan. 1.
